To collaborate at NCI, you must obtain a B-1 (business) Visa stamp in your passport from a U.S. consulate abroad, and be issued a White Form I-94, properly annotated “B-1” by the Immigration Officer admitting you into the U.S.  If, however, your country participates in the Visa Waiver Pilot Program (see list of countries at the end of this letter) you may enter without a visa.  In this instance, you will be issued a Green Form I-94W, which must be annotated “WB” (for business) by the Immigration Officer.

Present this letter to the Immigration Officer and indicate that you are here temporarily for business and that you wish to be admitted in B-1 or WB status.  If you are admitted in B-2 or WT (tourist) status, you will not be permitted to collaborate with the National Cancer Institute.

Please examine your I-94 (small white form) or I-94W (green form) (Non-immigrant Arrival/Departure Record) immediately after it is annotated by the Immigration Officer upon your entry into the U.S.  If the I-94 shows that you have been admitted in B-2 or WT (tourist) status, return immediately to the immigration area and request that it be amended to indicate that you entered in B-1 or WB status.

The National Cancer Institute is responsible for verifying your status prior to the start of your collaboration here. Since the collaboration is taking place outside of the NIH campus, please bring your passport and form I-94 and give it to INSERT APPROPRIATE NAME upon your arrival, who will
